EDUCATE FAMILY MEMBERS ON BENEFITS AND ENTITLEMENTS AVAILABLE TO THE UNIT MEMBERS AND THEIR FAMILIES.

PREPARE FAMILY MEMBERS FOR THE POSSIBILITY OF MOBILIZATION.

RECOMMEND TO THE COMMANDER, PROGRAMS THAT IMPROVE THE QUALITYOF LIFE FOR THE SOLDIER AND THEIR FAMILY MEMBERS.

OBJECTIVES

ACCOMPLISH 100% OF FAMILY CARE PLAN REQUIREMENT.

MAXIMUM PARTICIPATION IN “SURE PAY.”

ACHIEVE 100% DEERS ENROLLMENT.

ATTAIN 100% OF FAMILY MEMBER ID CARD REQUIREMENT.

ENCOURAGE ALL SOLDIERS TO PROVIDE WILLS FOR THEIR FAMILIES
