INCIDENT TYPE:  G8 – Night of Insurrection 05 Jun 04 

PERSONS INVOLVED:  “Remembrance of Carlos Collective,” all Anti-government, anti-authoritarian, anarchists and any other group that wishes to participate, to go out and destroy the property of the “Capitalist.” 

POTENTIAL TARGETS:  Government facilities, police officials, public streets, banks, Wal-Marts and Starbucks.

BACKGROUND:  The G8 summit will be held 08-10 Jun 04, at Sea Island near Brunswick, Georgia.   The G8 is a meeting of leaders of the world’s eight largest countries.  An additional forty delegates from other countries may participate in the summit to discuss social, political and economic issues facing the international community.  Historically, thousands protest and demonstrate against the G8 summits that have been held around the world since 1975.
SUMMARY:  A group named  “Remembrance of Carlos Collective,” has designated Saturday 05 Jun 04, as a “night of insurrection.”  This group is calling for all anti-government, anti-authoritarian, anarchists, and any other group that wishes to participate, to destroy the property of the "Capitalist.”  The call is for groups, or individuals to go out, under the cover of darkness, and throw bricks through windows, tear up streets, and burn dumpsters.  They also call for the targeting of banks, Wal-Marts, and Starbucks.  These locations are to have windows broken and businesses set on fire. This group is also anti-SUV, so other possible targets will be car lots where SUVs are sold, as well as the personal vehicles of private citizens. Also, many of these groups are anti-police, and there could conceivably be direct actions targeting officers on the street, or responding to calls to the above-described incidents.  These actions are to take place in regions other than the area of the G8 conference in Brunswick, GA.  These actions are to show the police, that they may be able to protect the Conference, but that they can't be everywhere.

ASSESSMENT:  Planners are calling for individuals to focus on “big” business and the police; calls for anti-government activists to increase the threat to military and government facilities and activities.   Protest activities may mirror previous attacks on recruiting facilities and could range from demonstrations, sit-ins and vandalism, to arson and possibly assaults on military personnel.  On 05 Jun 04 the FLARNG is involved in a welcome home ceremony in Panama City.  This event may become a target and be initiated as an early start for protestors.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Armories, R & R Locations and M-day soldiers:  Force Protection Coordinators (FPCs) and facility managers should ensure appropriate FPCON measures are implemented.  

· Report all suspicious incidents, (i.e. harassing/threatening phone calls or suspicious mail, surveillance, suspicious inquiries etc.)  
· Submit reports to the FLNG-JEOC with specific details and in a timely manner, use SIR.  

· Establish and maintain contact with local law enforcement agencies (LEAs) and request additional patrol presence during this period.  

· Practice personal protective measures; avoid demonstrations and large gatherings that may spark violence; if attending large gatherings on off duty hours, avoid wearing clothes that may draw attention to military service.
