ARNG Federal Tuition Assistance (FTA) FY 04
1. Who is Eligibile?  ARNG traditional soldiers in a current drilling status who are coded as a satisfactory participant’ are eligible to receive ARNG FTA. 

2.  Who is not eligible?  (Title 10/32) are not eligible to receive ARNG FTA.

ARNG Civilians (Federal or State) are not eligible to receive ARNG FTA.

3.   Restrictions.  Soldier who have received 4 or more AWOLs in the previous 12 months prior to the course start date.

4.   Where can I go to school?  Institutions that are accredited or that have been approved as a candidate for accreditation by a national or regional accrediting agency recognized by the U.S. Department of Education (DOE).  For non-degree bearing programs, secondary school accreditation or specialized accreditation (professional/occupational) is required.  This requirement is applicable to classroom study, vocational/technical training and distance learning (DL) courses.

5.   What kind of degrees and how many degrees can I receive?  Soldiers may use ARNG FTA to receive one credential from each of the following levels.   Secondary School Diploma or its equivalency, Certificate (undergraduate, graduate, vocational, technical, licensure), Associate, Baccalaureate, Master’s or First Professional degree.

6.   May I use more that one source of funding?  Soldiers may use other funding sources in addition to ARNG FTA (i.e. Pell Grants, Montgomery GI Bill, State Education Reimbursement (SER)) to pursue their college work based on the following limitations: 



a.  State SER and the MGIB (active duty or selected reserve) may be used simultaneously for the same course and exceed 100 percent of the tuition costs.



b.  ARNG FTA and State SER program can be used simultaneously for the same course.  Whenever possible, ESOs will ensure that the State SER program is applied first and then the ARNG FTA program is applied against any remaining obligation; not to exceed 100 percent of tuition costs. 

c.  MGIB Selected Reserve (MGIB-SR), Chapter 1606, basic benefit, MGIB Kicker incentive and ARNG FTA may be combined when a soldier is enrolled in the MGIB-SR at least ½ time or more.  ARNG FTA and the MGIB-SR may be combined and exceed 100 percent of tuition costs.



d.  Simultaneous payment of ARNG FTA to soldiers eligible for the MGIB-AD is authorized only if the soldier is not a SR MGIB Kicker recipient.


e.  Soldiers eligible for ARNG FTA and a Pell Grant will now apply the Pell Grant first and ARNG FTA to the balance not covered by the grant.

7.  How many dollars may I receive?



a.  Up to 75 percent tuition, up to a max of $200 per semester hour (SH) or $133 per quarter hour (QH).  As an exception, ESOs may authorize up to 100 percent of the costs associated with obtaining a high school diploma or its equivalent.

b. The total amount of ARNG FTA (tuition and fees) each soldier is 

entitled to receive during FY03 will not exceed $4,000 Federal Fiscal Year (1 Oct 02 – 30 Sep 03.
