Reporting Suspicious Activity  
          If you witness any suspicious activity or if you are not sure if the activity may be of a terrorist or criminal nature, reporting the event to the police is the first priority.  After doing so, if you feel the event may be related to the National Guard or the military in any way we urge you to contact us as well.  
         The authorities cannot be everywhere all the time and the best safeguard we have against terrorism is an informed, 



aware and involved populace.  Many important leads nationwide have come from regular citizens, just like your self, keeping aware of their surroundings and caring enough to make a difference.  Safety is everyone’s responsibility and you can make a difference too. Monthly Focus:
There are seven steps in planning a terrorist attack.  Knowing what to look for is half of noticing and thwarting a potential terrorist attack.

1) Surveillance

2) Elicitation



3) Tests of Security
4) Acquiring Supplies     

5) Suspicious Persons Out of Place


6) Dry Run

7) Deploying Assets

This week we look at Surveillance:


     Surveillance can be any method of acquiring information about an individual, group or facility for later use in operations planning.  It may be someone recording or monitoring activities, including the use of cameras (both still and video), note taking drawing diagrams, writing on maps, using binoculars or any other vision-enhancing device.  

     The goal of surveillance is to collect as much information about a target without exposing who is collecting it.  For that reason, the surveillance is usually done legally and may not look out of the ordinary, but the question must always be asked: what is the purpose of that guy photographing or recording those people or that place?  

     This is relevant here on post or any place that may present a lucrative terrorist target such as sporting events, concerts or large gatherings. The Last week four individuals were detained by PPMR security and questioned while Police and FBI were notified.  They were examining PPMR through binoculars and had an extensive knowledge of this location as well as other AZ National Guard assets.  In the past, detailed video footage of PPMR, the RTI in particular, has surfaced in the hands of militia and extremist members.    

     The exact threat in unknown but it is certainly there.  Be aware of your surroundings and know what to look for.
