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Reminder: Antiterrorism Training
      
Family members who may be traveling with Guard soldiers are required to have a Level I Antiterrorism briefing before boarding any military flight.  Soldiers and their families will also need a country briefing prior to any foreign travel. Additionally, family members may take this training online at any time for their own knowledge and are encouraged to do so. Reporting Suspicious Activity  
          If you witness any suspicious activity or if you are not sure if the activity may be of a terrorist or criminal nature, reporting the event to the police is the first priority.  After doing so, if you feel the event may be related to the National Guard or the military in any way we urge you to contact us as well.  
         The authorities cannot be everywhere all the time and 
the best safeguard we have against terrorism is an informed, 
aware and involved populace.  Many important leads nationwide have come from regular citizens, just like your self, keeping aware of their surroundings and caring enough to make a difference.      Rape and sexual assault are heinous crimes that unfortunately are committed all too often and are in the headlines on a regular basis.  As such, we must do everything we can to minimize the threat, especially to our friends and loved ones.  Rape Aggression Defense (RAD) System courses are being offered nationwide and represent an excellent means to affordably gain the knowledge and confidence necessary to avoid becoming a victim.
      The Rape Aggression Defense System is a 16-hour program of realistic self-defense tactics and techniques suitable for women of all ages and abilities. The R.A.D. System is a comprehensive, women-only course that begins with awareness, prevention, risk reduction and risk avoidance, while progressing on to the basics of hands-on defense training. R.A.D. is not a Martial Arts program. The courses are taught by nationally certified R.A.D. instructors and provide each student with a workbook/reference manual. This manual outlines the entire Physical Defense Program for reference and continuous personal growth, part of the program’s free lifetime return and practice policy for R.A.D. graduates.  Classes range from $0-$80.
