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24  DAYS TO  $AVE

As a member of National Guard or the Reserves, you are entitled to 24 commissary shopping days each year.  You may use your 24 days any way you wish, but if you budget your commissary visits to two per month and carefully plan your meal menus, you can shop the commissary all year long and enjoy the savings.  “Gray Area Reservists” (those who have retired before age 60) also are entitled to 24 shopping days per year.

BIG  SAVINGS

The most recent independent survey reports that commissary shoppers save 29.2% on their groceries compared to supermarket and supercenter prices.  A reservist or guardsman shopping for a family of four can save over $2,300 a year by shopping at the commissary.  That’s $2,300 that you can use for things that will enhance your quality of life.

CASE  LOT  SALES

Periodically, the Defense Commissary Agency sponsors case lot sales at commissaries — or at Guard and Reserve centers that are not near commissaries.  A large assortment of popular food and non-food products are available at terrific sale prices.

SHOPPING WHILE  IN  ACTIVE  DUTY  STATUS

When you are in active duty status or when you are on state active duty for federally declared disasters, you have unlimited shopping privileges at your commissary.  You will not need your commissary privilege card, but you or your family members will need to show military ID and a copy of your orders when shopping.

SHOPPING  OVERSEAS

Overseas commissary shopping for Reserve and Guard personnel is controlled by Status of Forces Agreements (SOFAs) between the United States and the host country.  You may or may not be able to shop at a commissary while overseas.  It is best to check this out before you travel.

YOUR  COMMISSARY  PRIVILEGE  CARD
In order to shop your commissary 24 days a year, you will need your Commissary Privilege Card, which is issued by your unit administrator.
