RECENT ACCOMPLISHMENTS

The many noteworthy accomplishments of EANGUS/EANGA are largely attributed to the grass roots legislative efforts of our members.  Some of them are:

· Increase in AZ State Tuition Reimbursement Program from $500 to $2700 per year

· Development of AZNG License Plate              

· Increase in commissary privileges – from 12 to 24 visits per year  

· VA Home Loan for Guard/Reserve extended until 2007

· Increase in annual limit of days of Inactive Duty for retirement – increased number of IDT points that can be earned per year from 75 to 90

· Imminent Danger Pay Equity authorized for Reservists to receive entitlement for a full month even if service is less than a month, on par with active component

· Military leave benefit was saved after President proposed to eliminate the 15-day leave for federal civilian employees

· Government airfare for reservists  -authorized use of government airfare when traveling to weekend drills

· Persian Gulf Illness legislation was passed entitling members of the Reserve Components with Persian Gulf Illness to the same medical care as active duty members

In 1970, a group of enlisted soldiers and airmen of the National Guard met to address several problem areas within their respective states.  The group considered ways and means of increasing the voice of enlisted personnel to make the National Guard a more effective arm of the Nation’s defense.  As a result of those meetings, the formal organization, EANGUS, was formed in 1972.   On 7 May 1974, a group of enlisted personnel from Arizona organized a formal state association (EANGA) and began to act as a charter organization of  EANGUS.  Since then, charters have been granted to every state, territory, military district, commonwealth, and the District of Columbia.

The Association exists to “promote the status, welfare, and professionalism of the enlisted members of the National Guard of the United States” and to “promote adequate National Security”.
